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The myth of Philemon and Baucis answer sheet 

1) The people said no to Jupiter and Mercury. They did not give them food or shelter. 
(Translation: But they say to Jupiter and Mercury ‘No!’)
2) The gods see a small house near to a farm. 
(Translation: Jupiter and Mercury see a small house near to a farm)  
3) Philemon and Baucis are farmers. 
4) Philemon and Baucis are old. 
(Translation: Philemon is an old farmer and Baucis is an old farmer) 
5) Baucis’ reply to the gods is ‘Yes, we have food’. 
6) After replying, Baucis goes to the kitchen with the gods. 
(Translation: Baucis comes to the door and says ‘Yes, we have food’. Jupiter, Mercury and Baucis walk into the dining room) 
7) Philemon in in front of a table inside the dining room when the gods come in. 
8) Philemon says hello to the gods. 
(Translation: Philemon stands in front of a table inside the dining room. He says to Jupiter and Mercury ‘Hello’) 
9) Philemon says he is going to the garden.  
10)  Philemon says that he is going to cut off vegetables and fruit for the gods. 
(Translation: I am going to the garden to cut off vegetables and fruit) 
11)  Baucis starts to prepare bread and wine. 
(Translation: I prepare bread and wine)  
12)  The gods and Philemon and Baucis are sitting around a table.
13)  The foods on the table are: Bread, wine, apples, beetroots, grapes, salt and pepper. 
(Translation: Philemon and Baucis and Jupiter and Mercury sit around the table. On top of the table there is: Bread, wine, apples, beetroots, grapes, salt and pepper) 
14)  Yes, the gods have done as they said. They have warned Philemon and Baucis about the flood, and they have turned their house into a temple. 
15)  Instead of their house Philemon and Baucis see a temple. 
16)  They look down onto their house and the flood from a hill. 
(Translation: Philemon and Baucis walk to the hill above the water. They look back to their house, but they do no not see a house, they see a temple) 
17)  Baucis and Philemon are turning into a tree? Arbor is the Latin word for tree. 
(Translation: Philemon and Baucis are turning into a tree)
