· do not use language that would be offensive to others in a face-to-face setting.

· avoid contributing to online groups that isolate, mock or victimise students and staff of the University: this may not be your intention but others may not share your scruples. 

· ensure that you never use such sites for accessing or sharing illegal content.

The Faculty takes a serious view of any misuse of social networking sites.  In particular, cases of online bullying or harassment will be dealt with exactly as if they had taken place face-to-face.
